The	fencing	competition	shall	be	conducted	in	accordance	with	the	current	Statutes	and	Rules	
of	the	FIE.	In	case	of	disagreement	in	the	interpretation	of	the	Rules,	the	latest	English	version	
shall	prevail.	The	Directoire	Technique	shall	deal	with	any	unforeseen	incidents	not	covered	by	
the	Rules.	
	
7. Equipment:	
FIE	Equipment	is	not	compulsory,	however,	rusty	weapons,	torn	fencing	attire	and	short	socks	
are	not	allowed.	Fencer’s	clothing	must	be	made	of	sufficiently,	robust	material	and	should	be	
in	good	condition.	An	 inner	 plastron	 is	 compulsory.	Weapon	check	will	be	done	on	 the	piste	
before	 each	 bout.	 Conductive	 bib	 for	 foil	 is	 required.	 For	 the	 Under	 17	 events,	 gender	
appropriate	chest	protectors	are	compulsory

8. Referee:	
Each	 country/Club	 participating	 in	 the	 competition	 must	 be	 accompanied	 by	 a	 number	 of	
referees	according	to	the	following	formula:	
	

1	to	4	fencers:	no	referee	required	5	to	9	
fencers:	1	referee	required	
10	or	more	fencers:	2	referees	required	

	
Qualified	 referees	 are	 those	 with	 good	 national	 or	 international	 level	 qualification	 and	
experience.	If	the	country/club	are	unable	to	provide	the	required	number	of	at	least	1	referee	
based	on	the	quota,	a	referee	penalty	of	RM	500/referee/per	day	will	be	imposed.	(Please	bring
