EQUIPMENT & ATTIRE

10.1.  FIE-approved equipment is not mandatory. However, rusted weapons, torn
clothing, and short socks are strictly prohibited. All fencing attire must be
made of durable material and be in good condition.

10.2. The use of an inner plastron is mandatory. Weapon inspection will be
conducted on the piste before each bout.

10.3.  Failure to comply with these requirements may disrupt the competition
schedule. The DT has the authority to exclude participants based on referees’
reports. No refunds will be issued in such cases.

COMPETITION MANAGEMENT

11.1. DIRECTOIRE DE' TECHNIQUE (DT)
11.1.1.  All fencing competitions will follow standard FIE rules. The DT shall
handle any unforeseen incidents not explicitly covered in the
regulations.

11.2. PROTESTS
11.2.1.  Any protest against a referee’s decision must be lodged immediately
before the next touch is awarded, or an appeal may be submitted to
the DT for further action.

11.3. APPEALS COMMITTEE
11.3.1.  The Appeals Committee shall be chaired by the President of JFA
together with the appointed DT. Decisions made by the Appeals
Committee are final.

11.4.1.  Participating delegations must provide referees according to FIE
regulations:
